2 ADDRESS BY COUNCILLOR EVIE POTTS-JONES — MAYOR OF YEOVIL TOWN

The Mayor of Yeovil, Councillor Evie Potts-Jones, welcomed those present to the meeting.

She congratulated the Councillors on being elected and also thanked all candidates who put
themselves forward but did not get elected.

Acknowledgement of Support
The Mayor thanked the consorts, the Deputy Mayor, her big team of helpers, the staff at the
Council for their support.

Mayors’ Charities
The Mayor indicated that during the year, a total of £10,000 (had been raised for the Mayor’s
Charities — SSAFA and Mind.
